Summer Camps
Board of Regents Policy states:

Institutions of the University System shall not permit the operation of private business enterprises on their campuses, except as otherwise provided by contract.  All business enterprises operated on a campus of an institution of the University System shall be operated as an auxiliary enterprise and shall be under the direct management, control and supervision of the chief business officer of the institution.
Solicitation is defined as:

The act or requesting money or funds for any reason, seeking agreement to pay,  taking subscriptions, selling merchandise or services, or offering materials or privileges to others via promotion or advertisement.

Commercial Solicitation is defined as any solicitation for the purpose of securing a profit for the benefit of and individual or commercial entity. This would include “Camp Stores”.
The UGA Solicitation Policy prohibits the sale of food and drinks on its campus. This would include the sale of other items with the UGA logos. However, the sale of t-shirts, hats, or other camp related items can be sold as long as those items have the respective camp names or school printed on them.
